Sheryl Stanton, director of Department of Employment and Workforce (DEW) and her staff are putting together the process.  They have hired an outside consultant to work with all of the agencies.

Mr. Kirby, Juan Sims and Kyle Walker will attend the CSAVR/NCSAB meeting this year which is being held in Seattle, Washington the first week of November.  The meeting is focusing 100% on WIOA implementation.
